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CHNF67-001 IAUSTTUDINITIU 3(2-2-5)

Chinese Food Culture
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This course aims to enable students to explain the distinctive features
and cultural significance of Chinese cuisine in both Chinese and global contexts, the influence
of geography on Chinese food, and the nutrition and health aspects of Chinese cuisine. The
course focuses on practical application by training students in skills related to Chinese cooking
and the etiquette and cultural practices of Chinese dining. The topics cover the characteristics
and types of Chinese cuisine from various regions, including Cantonese, Shandong, Sichuan,
Hunan, Fujian, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, and Anhui; Chinese food preparation; and Chinese dining

etiquette.
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Chinese Movies
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This course aims to enable students to analyze Chinese movies produced
in China, Hong Kong or Taiwan, especially international award-winning Chinese movies such as
Happy Together, In the Mood for Love, and To Live. The topics cover arts, culture, history and

lifestyle of Chinese people that reflected in films.
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Chinese Art and Culture
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This course aims to enable students to explain the history and
development of Chinese art and culture, as well as the role and significance of Chinese art

and culture in contemporary Chinese society. It also focuses on practical application by training

students in skills related to Chinese culture, including paper cutting (FEBIA), Chinese
calligraphy (F3%), Chinese brush painting (FE &), Chinese knotting (FE%5), and opera mask

painting (A2 1%). The topics cover visual arts, music and performance, traditions and festivals,

and arts and crafts.
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Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language
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This course aims to enable learners to explain and apply teaching
theories, techniques and methods of teaching Chinese as a foreign language in order to apply
them in practice by training learners to have skills in teaching Chinese in a simulated classroom.
The contents cover methods, lesson planning, teaching evaluation, and development of

teaching materials in order to foster listening, speaking, reading and writing skills.
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
