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ENGF67-001 Mesengusuadelude 3(3-0-6)
Contemporary English in Media
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This course aims to enable students to analyze practical English usage in
current media and the evolution and changes of the contemporary English language. The
topics cover an overview of word formation, derived or coined words, newly emerged language
features, essential discourse markers, slang, idioms, and structure for effective communication

in English.
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Introduction to Classical Mythology
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This course aims to enable students to explain notable Greek and Roman
mythological stories, their relevance to and influence on Western thoughts, contemporary
culture, the English language, and literature. The topics cover the timeless stories, archetypal
figures, and cultural significance of Greek and Roman mythology through the realms of gods,
heroes, monsters, and moral dilemmas, the importance of Greek and Roman mythology and

the influence of classical mythology on the modern world.
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Introduction to International Cultures
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This course aims to enable students to explain characteristics and the

importance of multiculturalism. The topics cover knowledge of culture in national, business,
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and corporate aspects; social norms and etiquettes around the world; cross-culture
communication issues; intercultural etiquette; cross-cultural conflicts and management; verbal
and non-verbal communication styles and diversity; and case studies related to international

culture.
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English for Business Correspondence

It is designed to apply these concepts practically by training students to develop speaking and
writing skills for business correspondence. The topics cover curriculum vitae (CVs) and cover
letters, business letters and emails, communication techniques for handling requests,

complaints, and negotiation with practice.

ENGF67-005 UTUINTW1DING 3(3-0-6)
Varieties of English
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This course aims to enable students to explain varieties of English in the
contemporary world, including Anglophone, International English, and World Englishes. The
topics cover language systems, pronunciation, spelling, srammar and vocabulary, the historical
relationship between language and culture, the differences in language use, and adaptation to

varieties of English, which is the world’s lingua franca.
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Persuasive English
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This course aims to enable students to apply English for persuasion and
negotiation in real-word situations and careers. It is designed for students to apply these
principles of persuasion and relevant concepts in practice. Students are trained to develop
accuracy, confidence and fluency in speaking and writing skills while being persuasive. The
topics cover recognizing words, meanings, and their power in context, developing competency
in presenting language features for persuasion that match the levels of formality and cultural

background, and giving reasons with supportive evidence.
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
