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Scuba Diving for Underwater Biological Research
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This course aims to provide learnes to explain the basic techniques of
scuba diving, including the wuse of various diving equipment, the science of diving,
understanding air pressure, and the physiology of diving. Learners will learn techniques for
collecting data and coral samples and develop diving skills in the pool and the sea. They are
trained in the proper use of diving tools and equipment according to scientific principles and
acquire skills in data collection and analyzing the condition of corals. The course also promotes

teamwork, volunteering, leadership, and problem-solving skills.
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Fishing Gears and Fisheries in Thailand
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This course aims to provide learners to explain the knowledge about the
development of Thai fisheries, types of fishing gear, various fishing methods, destructive fishing
gear, fishing patterns, and the use of fishing gear by fishermen in Thailand. The course also

promotes teamwork, volunteering, and leadership skills.
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Three Aquatic Ecosystem Management
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This course aims to enable learners to explain the importance of the three
aquatic ecosystems, characteristics of estuarine ecosystems, watershed classification,
watersheds, current changes and problems in the three aquatic ecosystems, and management
concepts for the three aquatic ecosystems from a state and indigenous perspective. In
addition, students develop skills in designing surveys, collecting data through surveys,
conducting scientific research from a variety of sources, and creating and presenting
informational media. In addition, the course promotes teamwork, volunteerism and leadership

skills through field learning activities.
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
