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Environmental Vulnerability and Natural Disasters in
Southern Thailand
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This course aims to enable students to discuss environmental changes
impacting Southern Thailand. The topics cover the connections between environmental
phenomena in this region and significant environmental transformations occurring worldwide,
especially in Asia and Southeast Asia, the long-term environmental history, geographical
transformations, anthropogenic resource depletion and degradation, urban growth, waste
management challenges, and significant natural disasters that have transpired in Southern
Thailand.
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Art and Thai Politics
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This course aims to enable students to examine the function and
manifestation of art in relation to political transformations in Thailand. The topics cover the
intersection of artistic ideology and politics, the artistic movement during the People’s Party
era, leftist artists and the “art for life” movement, and political thoughts in contemporary art.
The course trains students to analyze the life stories of artists and significant works of art that

symbolize the political aspirations of each important period through group discussions.
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Socio-cultural and Political Aspects of Coffee, Tea, and Chocolate
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This course aims to enable students to explain the socio-historical legacy
of coffee, tea, and chocolate. The topics cover the history of coffee, tea, and cacao cultivation,
the present-day state of the global coffee, tea, and chocolate industries, the diverse cultural
structure entangled with coffee, tea, and chocolate, the implications of international politics,

and trade models and the food movement related to coffee, tea, chocolate consumption.

This course aims to enable students to explain the role of politics in
everyday life and informal politics. The topics cover the mechanisms of power operating
outside the formal political realm, the ways people negotiate with power in their everyday
lives, and the forms of politics exercised in various activities outside political institutions,
including wearing uniforms, discipline training, LGBTQI+, consumer choices influenced by

trends, and ideological entertainment consumption, all analyzed through group discussions.

Malay for Everyday Life
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This course aims to enable students to develop basic Malay listening,
speaking, reading and writing skills. The topics cover daily life conversation, responding in Malay
in various situations, and using language according to Malaysian social etiquette and culture.
The course includes practice listening, speaking, reading, and writing through simulation, role-

playing, and presentations using the basic Malay language.
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
