Human Rights Education
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This course aims to enable students to explain the evolution of human
rights concepts, the fundamental principles of human rights, and the measures for promoting
and protecting human rights at the community, national, and international levels. It is designed
to apply these concepts practically by training students to use human rights knowledge in their
daily lives, respect human rights, and protect against human rights violations in their own roles,
the roles of others, and various organizations. The topics cover the foundational ideas and
definitions of human rights, the fundamental principles of human rights on a global scale, the
fundamental principles of human rights in Thailand, measures for promoting and protecting
human rights, and the duties and responsibilities of the state for human rights protection and

respect.
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Digital Rights and Responsibilities in Society
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This course aims to enable students to explain the rights, duties, and
ethics related to supporting citizenship in the digital society under personal data protection
laws and online crime management laws. It is designed to apply these concepts practically by
training students to have skills to distinguish between rights and duties within the legal and

ethical framework in their daily use of social media. The topics cover rights and duties under
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personal data protection laws, penalties and legal processes in case of violations, rights and
duties under laws related to online crime management, etiquette and best practices for using
online media, methods for setting and managing privacy on social media platforms, prevention
of cyber-attacks to maintain security against cyber threats and protect personal data, and

critical thinking and analysis of information received from the internet.
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
